This means counterfeiting is stealing hundreds of 
millions of euros from all levels of government, which 
robs funding from education, health care and 
employment.

Nowadays counterfeiters also make pharmaceuticals, 
food, liquor, toys and spare parts. Using these products
can harm or kill you or your loved ones.

Dealing in counterfeit products is a crime that can 
carry severe penalties – up to two years of
imprisonment.
